If you want to provide your own, simple instructions for construction follow.   
 
If you want to buy the ‘dip-bag’ only and bring your own dishes and utensils, the bags will be available for $5.00. 
 
If you want to buy a complete ‘mess-kit’ with ‘dip-bag,’ plate, bowl, cold-cup, fork, spoon & knife, the cost will be $10.00.  
If you would like an insulated hot-cup or reusable water bottle, please plan to bring your own. 
We will provide large jugs of ice-water, tea, lemonade and coffee for filling your cups and bottles. 
 
You must make your choice on the registration form so we will know how many kits or bags to have available for the event.  
This will be an item that you can use again and again at WITO events or on your own outdoor outings. 
 
 ‘DIP-BAG’ CONSTRUCTION 
You will need: 

2 ea. 12X12 waffle weave dish-cloths  
           (Lighter weight is better for this application) 

28 inches of small gauge nylon cording 
(You will need to melt the ends of your nylon cording with a match or lighter to prevent fraying.  Be 
careful not to make a big blob on the end that won’t go through your draw-string channel, and be careful 
not to touch the melted nylon while it’s still hot – it can burn you seriously!)   

Heavy weight thread for hand sewing OR sewing machine 
 

If your dishcloths have a folded and hemmed edge, make sure your cording can be threaded through the hemmed edge 
using a small safety-pin prior to bag construction.  If not, fold over one edge of each dishcloth and stitch down securely for 
a ‘draw-string’ channel. 
 
Place both dishcloths together and stitch three sides securely, starting and finishing BELOW your draw-string channel.  
You can whip-stitch them together with heavy thread, or using a zigzag stitch with a sewing machine works well.  Leave 
the top OPEN at the draw-string channel. 
Thread your nylon cording through the draw-string channel and tie securely in a knot.   
That’s it!  Place dishes and utensils in bag and you’re ready to go!!! 
After meals, you will wash your dishes, then place them in the dip-bag and then dip them in a strong chlorine solution to 
disinfect them.  The bag is then hung from a ‘clothes-line’ to drip dry until the next meal. 
We will have stations set up for washing and dipping your dishes, you will then hang them on the fence behind 
 the gym, be sure to bring a clothes pin or two.  We hope that you understand that you only have 30 minutes between meals 
and your classes so getting this done in a timely manner will be imperative to the success of this venture.  I am told that 200 
girl scouts can get this done in 30 minutes so surely we can.
